Duration will be 
approximately 2 hours and all spectators are welcome. (Directions: From Norwich along the Dereham 
Road heading away from the city. Turn right in to Longwater Lane at the “Round Well” traffic lights 
and the Costessey ground can be found at the bottom of the hill on the left-hand side backing on to 
Costessey Golf Club). 
 
We will be running three or four teams and all boys will get an opportunity to play in a round robin style 
fixture. Could you please let us know as soon as possible, if you are able/unable to attend as we will 
need to organise teams in advance. 
Don’t forget your drink and shin pads (under long socks) (That’s your shin pads under socks not 
your drink!) 
 
Throughout the year we will be organising a number of friendly matches and entering in to some 
tournaments. We will do our utmost to make sure all the boys have an opportunity to play, but we do 
have quite a large group this year, which can sometimes make things difficult. This will all be in 
preparation to us playing a team (or teams) in the more formal leagues next year (2011/2012) as under
